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This report is based on the factors affecting
the Saudi family during the first, second, and
third periods of rule of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia. These factors helped transform the
Saudi family from a large, sprawling family

entity into small, independent families.
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Al-Mawaddah Society believes in the importance of
the family and its formation, and works to strengthen
family cohesion among its members. The result of this
final work in a vibrant society that helps increase the
country’s economy, contributes to achieving the King-
dom’s Vision 2030 and building an ambitious nation.
Al-Mawaddah Society was established to serve the
family and its members, and to work on developing the
services provided to it in accordance with its require-
ments and contemporary social and technical devel-
opments. This report, developed by Al-Mawaddah, pro-
vides a description of the Saudi family and the factors
affecting it since 1727 AD until the present time, by
adopting a historical analytical methodology based on
collecting information from sources, references and
scientific studies, with the aim of understanding the
journey of the Saudi family and the variables that oc-

curred during this journey.
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According to scientific references and references, it is clear that there is
a lack of information related to the description of the size of the family in
that period, and some variables that affected the family in that period. This
publication includes the journey of the Saudi family through the period of
the first Saudi state until the third Saudi state, by following the historical
analytical methodology, including five variables: the variable ( social, the
educational, the health, the religious, and the economic ).

The political variable is considered a variable related to the security and
stability of the country and helps to develop other variables, but this
variable has not been addressed in detail in this version, due to the large
number of references and sources that discuss this variable separately. This
publication focuses on describing the family and analyzing its composition
and role in society, in addition to focusing on other factors that affect the
life and stability of the family.
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The First Saudi State The Factors and
Variables

The results indicate that different variables
or factors, including social, educational,
health, religious and economic factors,
variable through different eras and the
family develops in proportion to the social,
economic and cultural transformations
in Saudi society. The sources show that
educational, health and economic factors
play an important role in improving the
situation of the family and in the first Saudi
state, the family relied on early marriage
and adherence to Islamic morals and the
family played an important role in providing
social and moral support. Religious factors
have played a major role in guiding family
behaviors and determining its values and
beliefs. Social and religious factors helped
to promote cohesion and unity within the
family in this period.

As for the second Saudi state, the family
witnessed a significant variable in its
composition, as the composition of the
family varied from the past, and the
transformation of individuals to cities and
urban areas increased. The factors affecting
the Saudi family in that period were social
transformations and economic variables
that affected lifestyle, values and social
traditions.Inthethird Saudistate, the family
witnessed major transformations in the
shadow of social, cultural and demographic
variables, as the proportion of immigrants
from villages and governorates to cities and
urban areas increased and the composition
of the family varied significantly.

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The Economic and social variables
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These Economic and social variables and urban developments have led to the transformation of
a large extended family consisting of father, mother, children, wives and children, grandfather
and grandmother into a nuclear family consisting of husband, wife and children. There are many
studies that have discussed family size in Saudi society. One of the studies that discussed the
variable in family size was the Koraytem study * in 1981, which was the first study that dealt
with knowing the family pattern in Saudi society, and the results found that the nuclear family
constitutes 76% of the families in the study sample also in 1995

Al-Juwair’s study 2 found that the family changed from the extended family to the nuclear family,
and the percentage of the nuclear family in the study sample was 68.32%. In 1996, Al-Obaidi’s 3
study showed that the size of the extended family was 39% while the size of the nuclear family
was 69%. In Al-Abdullah’s 4 study in 1999 on social variable in Saudi society, he pointed out that
the form of the family has shrunk from the composite extended family, which includes parents,
their brothers, married children and grandparents under one roof, to a simple extended family,
which includes parents and one of their married children, and the nuclear family, which includes
husband, wife and their children only.
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The Family Affected by Social Transformations

In Al-Jabri>s 5 study in 2002, the study indicat-
ed that the family was affected by the social
and economic transformations experienced by

the Saudi society, as this affected the size and
type of the family, and that most of the study
sample was nuclear families and the number of
their members was less than five members. In
another study on the number of children, the
Bagadir 6 study indicated that in 1984, 56% of
the sample of families preferred to have four
children. While 66% of households indicated
that the optimal family size is between 2-5 chil-
dren. Al-Gharib 7 study in 2002 agrees with this,
which indicated that the majority of the study
sample prefers the nuclear family pattern, while
39.1% of them prefer the extended family.
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While the study of Orabi and Al-Omari 8 in
2002 indicates that educational factors play
a vital role in improving the condition of the
Saudi family, as it works to raise the level of
awareness and culture among family mem-
bers and enable them to better participate
in social and economic life. Education, urban
stability, and work contributed to chang-
ing the value system related to the values
of choice for marriage, childbearing, and
women'’s participation in family decisions.
In another study conducted by Al-Sudairi °
in 2019, the impact of health factors on the
Saudi family was verified, and the researcher

concluded that health awareness and obtain-
ing the necessary health care helps maintain
the health and well-being of family members.
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There are also previous studies that
talk about economic factors, as a
study conducted by Al-Khader *° in
2021 indicates that family spending
has a major role in determining the
standard of living of the Saudi family,
and greatly affects its ability to meet
its basic needs, and family interest
in determining spending priorities
for children. Al-Turaif's study ! in
2013 indicates that the components
of society have undergone major
changes. In the past, families were
similar copies, sometimes almost
identical, while the modern family
todayis characterized by diversity,due
to social and economic development,
and hindersthe familyinits traditional
function. As for religious factors, they
work to enhance Islamic values and
morals and guide the Saudi family
towards correct behaviors.
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The social, educational, health, religious
and economic factors affecting the
family in Saudi Arabia are vital factors
that harmoniously affect the family’s
condition and determine its behavior,
values, beliefs and standard of living.
Therefore, this topic receives attention
and focus from many researchers and
thoseinterested in the future of the Saudi
family and improving their quality of life.
Many studies indicate that with social
and economic development, the family
in many societies has transformed from
extended families to nuclear families. In
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, the family
has witnessed this transformation due
to social and economic development in
recent decades.
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Despite the limited information available about the
extent of the changes that have occurred in family size
and family cohesion in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
over the generations, this work uses the historical and
analytical method based on collecting scientific material
from scientific sources and references such as books and
scientific studies and supporting it with tables and graphs,
in addition to Official websites. This work aims to describe
the Saudi family through different eras and focus on family
relations since the establishment of the Saudi state and its
unification until now. The publication also presents some of

One of the reasons that led
to the lack of sufficient discussion of the political variable is
the focus in this work. It describes the family and analyzes
its composition and role in society, in addition to focusing
on other factors that affect its life and stability.

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Family in the First
and Second Saudi

States

During the time period between 1727 and 1818,
the First Saudi State played a leading role in
the region. When we discuss the elements that
affected the Saudi family during that period,
we will address social, educational, health,
religious, and economic elements as main
variables. It must be mentioned that the political
variable contributed to the development and
improvement of other variables, as security
and stability are the primary motivation for
the development of the region and related
matters. In this section, we will present the most
important events that occurred in the first Saudi
state and affected society in generally and the
family particularly.
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Social Variable

Members of the ruling family played an essential role in Craftsmen gl
managing the state and assuming special tasks in leading
the armies.
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Diriyah Population
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Diriyah witnessed an increase in population numbers, and
sources differ about this number, as it ranges between
seven thousand and thirty thousand people, and in some
accounts the population is mentioned at about fifteen
thousand people. Although there are few historical
sources that describe the size of the household and
the type of household communication between family
members in that period.
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Educational Variable
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Regarding to the educational variable *?, During
that period, Diriyah became a center for science
and scientist, and turned into a destination for all
learners from all over the Arabian Peninsula. Among
the things that scientist paid attention for that
period was social reform, solving people’s problems,
and meeting their needs. Diriyah witnessed a
scientific renaissance that included rulers and the
common people, as scientific councils and lessons
were held through which scientists taught and
established a scientific heritage in Diriyah. These
lessons were morning and evening, so that those
who could not attend the morning lessons could
attend the evening lessons, especially shepherds
and farmers. Students in that period were divided
into two phases, where the first phase students
would bring a “wooden tablet” to read, while the
advanced phase students would copy what their
teacher specifies from the books. Pens were made
from bamboo sticks or safflower sticks, as well as
inks, while paper was imported from Irag.
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Health Variable
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Regarding the health variable, there is no information or
sources describing the health status of people during that
period. However, some sources mention the spread of deadly
diseases such as Plague and Cholera during that time. Due to
the frequent wars, there are many deformed and permanently
disabled individuals. It was also mentioned that there were no
doctors during this period, but some European doctors were
entering the country, some of whom came as a trip or for a
political purpose 3.
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Religious Variable
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Regarding religious variable *?, religious awareness was en-
hanced during that period by making a number of religious
councils and scientific lessons, as these lessons were allocated
to learners and the audience alike. During these sessions, in-
terpretations were read, such as those of Al-Tabari, Ibn Kathir,
and Al-Bukhari. Some of these lessons were held in the mar-
ket, making it easy to attend for Diriyah population and visitors
from outside it.
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Economic Variable

Regarding economic variable %, the Diriyah
community is a rural community where
most of the population works in agriculture,
and farmers and their families represent
the largest percentage of the population.
Farmers work on their farms in cooperation
with their family members, consume most
of their produce, and sell the surplus in lo-
cal markets, during the period of prosperity
in Diriyah, the number of affluent families
who worked in agriculture permanently,and
sometimes only during seasonal periods for
money. There are also farmers who work on
the land in for a portion of the crop, which
has made them more loyal and dedicated to
their work, and the farmers move with their
families to live on the farm. Farmers need
a number of technicians to prepare, install,
and maintain the tools that help in the
process of extracting water from the well.
These tools include a shovel, two wooden
poles, a thick rope, a bucket, and a long pul-
ley. Consequently, the Diriyah community
transformed from a society dependent on
agriculture to a financial society. This led
to appearance of a number of professionals
and experts working on producing products
to meet local consumption. This indicates
that the family was an important factor in
the country’s renaissance in that period.
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The Diriyah community was famous for
somelightindustriessuchasblacksmithing
and copper work, and this is not limited to
urban population only, but also includes
population of the desert. These industries
include the manufacture of knives,
weapons, and household utensils, and
these industries received great interest
from the population of the region, whether
urban or desert. The profession of knitting
and tailoring clothes was also famous to
meet the needs of the community and its
members, and clothes were imported and
produced locally.

Diriyah Community
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The veterinary profession is a profitable profession,
and its demand increases, especially if it is found in
the public market alongside animal supplies. One of
the main professions in Najd at that time was car-
pentry, and farmers needed some tools that they
could only secure and repair through a skilled profes-
sional such as a carpenter. The carpenter makes eat-
ing utensils such as spoons, wooden bowls, and cof-
fee cooling pots. These tools are essential for every
home, whether in the city or in the desert. Diriyah
society in that period also relied on the use of wood-
en beds, and this was usually limited to rulers and
wealthy families. Among the commercial activities
that received protection and care from the rulers of
the first Saudi state were the purchase of weapons
and coral from Egypt, the purchase of coffee, frank-
incense, and types of fabrics from Yemen, the pur-

chase of silk and copper from the Levant, and iron
and lead from Erzurum (now Turkey) 2.
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Sheepherding

There were some shepherds in the village that
cared for the villagers’ sheep throughout the
day for a monthly wage sufficient to secure their

food and clothing. These shepherds varied be-
tween owners of sheep herds and workers who
hired themselves to do this task. The common
custom during that period was to provide a small
camel as a gift to the shepherd every year, and
care was taken to distribute the camels equally
between males and females, in order to help the
shepherd raise a small herd of camels, and thus
become able to own livestock wealth that would
help him become independent and establish his
family. However, this mechanism is difficult to
implement in the city, as shepherds collect live-
stock from Diriyah homes and some owners of
huge sheep flocks employ private shepherds 2.
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It is also noted from some historical refer-
ences that the rulers were paying attention
to trade and merchants, and were seeking
to make Diriyah a transit station for com-
mercial caravans. Merchants occupy the
third rank socially, but due to the scarcity
of available sources about this social group,
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it is difficult to better study their situation.

In general, the social, educational, health, religious, and economic changes that appeared
during that period affected the lives of community members in Diriyah, which led to the
emergence of differences and disparities between the groups of society, as me ntioned
previously. These results reflect the clear impact of various factors on the development
of societies during specific time periods. Each group of Diriyah society is characterized by
its own customs and traditions. The information also indicates tha t the neighborhoods
of Diriyah are divided into five main neighborhoods, which are: Al-Malibid neighborhood,
Ghusaybah neighborhood, Al-Turaif neighborhood, Al-Bujairi neighborhood, and the
Mamluk neighborhood. The demographic composition of most of these neighborhoods has
witnessed radical changes as a result of the siege and wars. It is also noted that the larger
the area of the first Saudi state, the wider, more prosperous and richer Diriyah became.
Although historical sources are almost scarce regar ding social and family life in that period,
there are some indications that indicate the presence of discrepancies and differences in
social practices and communication patterns among family members.
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About the Family in the Second Saudi

State

When researching and studying the family in the second Sau-
di state during the period extending from 1881 to 1891. So-
cial variable 3% in the second Saudi state is characterized by
strong and strong family ties, as family life was characterized
by close ties and links between family members. People in that
period went about their working day, whether they were men
or women. The societies were thriving with many customs, tra-
ditions, and customs that characterized both urbanites and
Bedouins. These traditions were dominated by an Islamic char-
acter. Bedouin customs differ from urban customs, especially
customs related to marriage and circumcision 3%
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The daily life of urban families in that period revolved around beginning the day an hour or two before
the dawn call to prayer, where they would drink coffee and dates, and some of them would drink milk
or yoghurt instead of coffee. All family members wake up at sunrise and go to work. They stop working
only to perform the noon prayer and eat lunch, and some families may eat lunch before the noon prayer,
while some go back to sleep after the prayer, such as the elderly and children. After that, a period of rest
follows, some of them spend time sleeping, while others spend their time in cafes or at home to engage
in conversations and solve some of the daily problems they face. Some families eat a light meal during
the siesta period, called the Hajoor meal, and it consists of dates, milk, and coffee. People resume their
work after the afternoon prayer until sunset. When the Maghrib prayer occurs, the shops and markets
are closed, and all the workers finish their work until the next morning. Merchants eat dinner before
sunset, while the middle and lower classes eat dinner after sunset prayers. While the work of the farm-
ers continues after the Maghrib prayer for two hours or more, then everyone goes to sleep. As for the
residents of coastal areas, they enjoy a modest social life at night, where they exchange visits and hold
evening parties drinking coffee and tea. This simple program represents part of the daily life of families
in the second Saudi state 34,
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Urban Family Life
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When talking about the family life of the urbanites, it becomes clear that the family
system was based on the extended family system, where the father or grandfather is
the head of the family and the head of the family, and manages all family affairs and
helps take care of all the family members. He enjoys power and influence in the family.
The family members accept the ruling of the head of the family with satisfaction and
conviction, and he issues his ruling in a fair manner that takes into account the interest
of the family as a whole, especially when family disputes arise. Urban family life is char-
acterized by stability, as family activity continues even after sunset. This urban commu-
nity has many cultural interests, as they have writers, jurists, and teachers, and enjoy
comprehensive knowledge in the sciences and arts 3.
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Urban Women
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Urban women play an important role in urban
family life, as they help their husbands in se-
curing the family’s needs. She works on milk-
ing cows, extracting water from wells, making
coffee, preparing breakfast, and arranging the
house. Women also help in the harvesting
process during the season, cook daily meals,
bring firewood, and raise the children. Wom-
en’s work is determined based on the nature
of family life and the standard of living they
live. Some women work in the field of edu-
cation to teach girls about their religion, and
there are those who work in the field of detail-
ing and sewing. In families with a high stand-
ard of living, the woman has a maid who helps
her with household chores and manages the
household affairs, while the man does grazing
and farming 324,
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Bedouin And Urban Life

Bedouin life does not differ from the life of urbanites in
terms of the daily schedule, as life for Bedouins begins
with sunrise and ends with sunset. The life of the Bed-
ouins depends on moving between places, and they live in
tents made of the hair of the animals that they raise, and
feed on their products. Their means of livelihood include
herding and trade, as trade revolves around their animals
and their products. The Bedouin man performs tasks in-
cluding herding, trading, protecting the family, and pro-
viding everything the family members need 324,
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The Role of Women and Children
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The role of women and children is of great importance in the desert. Young girls are trained in household
chores, and daughters help the mother carry water and collect firewood. While the boys wait until they
grow up to participate in men'’s gatherings and listen to their conversations, they are assigned some
household tasks such as taking care of the horses, watering them, and training themselves in archery. It
was among the common family customs at that time.
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Educational Variable
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During that time, the educational variable 13-14 revolved
around the Kuttab system, where scientific seminars were
held in mosques or in the homes of sheikhs and princes,
and education was free. Parents visit their children dur-
ing school time to check on them and the progress of their
studies. When the boy finishes reading the Qur'an, a cere-
mony is held in which he takes him around his home and

the homes of his boy relatives and friends. Although the
girls’ books were going side by side with the boys’ books,
.they were less widespread and had fewer numbers
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In rich families 3% the natural place for a girl was her father’s house, then her husband’s house, and
she needed to be taught the rules of purity, performing prayers, and memorizing some surahs of the
Holy Qur'an. During this period, the girl must take care of other important matters in order to be-
come a successful woman in her husband’s home. The parents were keen to teach their daughters
to sew so that she could sew what she and her family needed, and it also allowed the girl to learn
how to run the household while she was in her father’s house. Some girls could learn some profes-

.sions according to their parents’ conviction of the usefulness of these professions
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Health Variable
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When searching for the health variable 324, it becomes clear that the dream of providing health
care and the right and appropriate treatment was in the minds of members of society at that
time. Unfortunately, full health care was not available, but they were heavily dependent on the
environment as individuals have relied heavily on folk remedies and conventional therapies
available in theirenvironment, in addition to treatments that can be provided in hospitals available
in some areas. Full health care was not available to all, especially in remote areas and remote
villages, the population in those areas relied on primitive means of treatment and health care
available in the local community, such as herbal medicines, natural ointments, and folk remedies
supplied from previous generations. Therefore, the state of health in this community was low,
and it was rare to have a doctor or hospital. Despite the presence of areas with a good healthy
atmosphere, where there is a lot of water and healthy running springs, some types of diseases
and epidemics have spread, especially in the Badia, as a result of the constant contact with their
animals and as a result of the state of poverty in which they lived, malnutrition has resulted. On
the other hand, large numbers in Najd were healthy, despite the spread of diseases.
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When searching for the religious variable *314, it is clear that the mosque
played a prominent role in the social life of society in the second Saudi
state, as it was considered a meeting place for neighborhood members,
and they checked on each other. If they missed one of them, they would
ask about him in the mosque. If one of them was traveling, they would
take care of his family until he came back, and if he was sick, they would
visit him and if he was in need, they would help him. The mosque was
also considered one of the places where important social events such
as marriage and the entry of the month of Ramadan and two Eids were
announced. Thus, the mosque was a place where people came together
to find out each other’s news and discuss current events in the region, as
well as discuss matters that concern them and seek solutions. Therefore,
the mosque has played an important role in strengthening social ties
between members of society.

The mosque occupies a prominent position among the
scientific institutions in the second Saudi state, where it holds teaching
seminars to exchange science and knowledge and read hadiths and
verses, and this is done for the benefit of people. Learning the Qur'an
is one of the important sciences that he teaches in the mosque, as
kids learn to read and memoarize it before they can read anything else.
When the memorization of the Qur'an is completed, a celebration is
held on this occasion, where the student wears the most luxurious and
beautiful clothes and carries the sword, dagger, cloak, and headband,
and circumambulates it in the homes of his relatives, and behind him are
his friends 13-4,
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Religious Variable
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Economic Variable
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With regard to the economic variable 314, the
manifestations of economic life were diversified
by the second Saudi state, which included
agriculture, grazing, trade, and industry in the
field of agriculture, men and women cooperate
together in agricultural work, where men plow,
cultivate and water the land, while women help
grow some crops, take care of animals and harvest
crops. Some families also hire other women to

.help with these works

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In the field of grazing, women play an important role in the pastoral environment, helping their husbands
graze animals, as well as taking care of other household chores such as curd labor and wool insulation. Up-
per-class women shall have those who carry out such work. In the field of trade, women play an important
role in the buying and selling process, as they tour homes to offer goods to women in their homes to at-
tract more customers. During that period, there were some widespread industries and handicrafts such as
tanning, blacksmithing, and fishing, and this economic diversification helped the relative stability that the
country enjoyed at that time and helped its economic growth.
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In short, the references have brought us scattered scenes of social life in
the second Saudi state, but information about the events enables us to
imagine the full picture of the slowing down in the development of the
productive forces. The population of this period was associated with two
types of economic activity, namely agriculture and grazing. These social and
economic transformations that took place in Saudi Arabia during this period
helped to improve the quality of life of the family. Attention to education,
improving the educational situation, increasing economic opportunities,
and improving income levels, it was among the factors that helped improve
the quality of life of the family and although there are some challenges and
problems that still affect the quality of life of the family in the Kingdom, there
is a noticeable improvement in the overall quality of life in the Kingdom.

It is considered one of the most important historical periods for the unification of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia 5. In 1902, King Abdul Aziz managed to complete the process of recovering Riyadh almost in the
afternoon and its people welcomed him and ran towards him pledging allegiance to him after he gave
them safety15. In 1908, Al-Qassim was restored under the rule of King Abdulaziz. In 1913, Al-Ahsa and
Qatif were restored, and in 1921, Hail was restored. In 1923, he was appointed a prince of Asir by King
Abdulaziz15. In 1925, The Hijaz was combined with the rest of the cities under the rule of King Abdulaziz.
In 1926, many international governments recognized King Abdul Aziz as King of the Hijaz and Sultan of
Najd and its annexes, such as the British government, the French government, and the government of
the Soviet Union15. In 1929, Turkey and Germany recognized King Abdul Aziz as King of Hijaz, and King
Abdulaziz, after he was recognized at the international level, decided to take the country with a name
commensurate with its political and social status. In 1932, the country’s name was changed from “King-
dom of Hijaz and Najd and its annexes” to “Kingdom of Saudi Arabia”. Jazan was restored in 193315. As
for the United States of America, its recognition came late, as an American representative was opened
and matched by the opening of a Saudi legation in 1939 5.
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Country Developments
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There are some developments that took place from 1926 to 1932, in several areas in the
country. After security stabilized in the region, the field of education in this period witnessed
unstructured and unqualified education of the required quality, which led to clear effects on
society. Therefore, King Abdulaziz directed his attention towards education, as he realized
that the civilization of nations is based only on education ?°. At that time, the population of
Saudi Arabia was divided into the Bedouins people and the urban people, as education was
not sufficiently available to the people of the Bedouins because of their travel and instability
all the time while the urban people were focused on securing a living. The education process
in Saudi Arabia takes place through three main stages, namely the kuttab, the mosques, and
then the trips to seek knowledge. Kuttab were scattered in the villages, and the demand for
them was low because the parents were busy with their living chores, and the mosques were
found in the cities where Islamic sciences and Arabic language sciences were taught. As for
the trips to seek knowledge, they were for a small group of outstanding students *".
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Education Management

In 1926 5, a royal decree was issued
to establish a special department for
education, the Directorate of General
Knowledge, based in Macca, which de-
veloped a broad curriculum for all ed-
ucational levels, and the Kingdom was
divided into seven educational zones.
After the establishment of the Directo-
rate of General Knowledge to take care
of education and care for education
affairs and the establishment of the
Education Council to supervise this di-
rectorate. Public schools began to open
their doors and included the opening of
schools in all cities and villages. During
this period the first educational stage
was divided into two academic stages,
namely:

The preparatory stage is three years. It
gives students a certificate of qualifica-
tion to attend primary school.

The primary stage is four years, grants
students after their graduation a cer-
tificate of completion of primary school
and qualifies them to enroll in the fol-
lowing academic stages.
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The primary stage was available in neighboring cities
and villages, while the preparatory stage was available
in remote villages after the expansion of the circle
of education and the fight against ignorance. When
schools opened in early 1926, there were four schools
with 700 students15. Education in that period is still
not limited to this type of education, as primary and
secondary schools were established in addition to
the establishment of the Saudi Scientific Institute in
Makkah in 1926, the duration of the study was five
years, and the aim was to train specialized teachers
to teach in primary schools established in cities and
villages. In the same year, the health school was
established after teaching students the principles of
science and other subjects that enable them to take
over medicine and its various branches in the health
departments in the country . In 1928, the mutawif
school was established, in which monotheism, worship,
Hajj rituals and religious administrative systems are
taught. In 1929, the Aviation School was established
to train young citizens to fly. This diversity of schools
available reflects the Directorate’s commitment to
providing a comprehensive and integrated education
that enables students to acquire various skills that will
help them achieve their future goals **.
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The First Saudi Scholarship Mission to Egypt in 1927

Due to the lack of qualified scientific competen-
cies, the door for scholarships to the universities
of the nearby and neighboring Arab countries was
opened in a scientific manner 5. In 1927, the first
mission of Saudi students was sent to Egypt for
various disciplines, including teaching, Sharia ju-
diciary, and technical education in fields such as
mechanics, agriculture, and medicine. This meas-
ure reflects the keenness to provide higher educa-
tion to students, qualify them professionally and
provide them with opportunities to learn modern
experiences and skills in various fields. This schol-
arship was able to qualify Saudi students and im-
prove their scientific and professional level. Which
contributed to the development of the Kingdom

and progress in various fields *.
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Great focus on education

This great focus on education at this point in
time reflects the keenness to provide quality
and organized education in the Kingdom,
which is one of the most important factors
for the success of civilization and progress in
any society *°. The directorate’s commitment
to ensuring the quality of education and
providing educational opportunities for all
is demonstrated, the educational stages
have been systematically and clearly divided
15 and students are awarded certificates of
qualification for the next stages of study. It
can be said that the establishment of a special
department for education in the Kingdom was
a step of sustainable development *°.
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the Directorate of Knowledge was transformed into the Knowledge Council
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the Higher Institute of Education was established
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founded the Scientific Institute of Education
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Health Field
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In the health field, before the introduction
of modern means in medicine and health
care, the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia was not
familiar with health and care for individu-
als. There were no doctors or hospitals for
patients. In Najd, the reliance on herbs to
treat patients and heal wounds that were
often extremely dangerous, leading to the
death of patients or the disruption of one
of their organs. In the Hijaz, there was no
reliable healthcare at the time. Many pil-
grims, visitors to the Sacred House and
visitors to the tomb of the Prophet faced
the most severe cases of disease and hun-
dreds of people died every year due to the
use of dirty water, the heat of the sun and
the spread of deadly epidemics *".
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Attention to the health of the individual and society
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After the establishment of the Directorate of Public
Health in 1925 7, which assumed the responsibility of
caring for the health of the individual and society and
paying attention to mobile hospitals, the health sector
was developed in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, due to
the difficult financial situation that the country was
going through, which did not help to establish hospitals
in every region. The chickenpox vaccine was introduced,
although there are concerns about its effect. Medical
cadres have also been developed by bringing medical
specialists from neighboring countries and contracting
with a large number of doctors and nurses from other
countries such as Italy, France, the United States and
Britain, in addition to Arab countries such as Lebanon,
Syria, Palestine, Egypt and Pakistan. Citizens were
encouraged to join scholarships and receive education in
the most important hospitals in Europe *’.
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In 1926, the sanitary quarries were separated from the
Directorate of Health to reduce the burden on them.
The Department of Health Quarries was established
with the task of receiving pilgrims, providing them with
health services, monitoring their health conditions,

monitoring epidemics and infectious diseases and pre-

venting their leakage inside the country *>. The graph

King Abdul-Aziz unified all
parts of the modern Saudi
state under the name of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, King
Abdul-Aziz chose September
23, 1932 as the National
Day of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia *°.
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At that time, the role of the head of the family or elder played a decisive role
in leading the family, the whole family was commanded by the common tone
known as “the blemishes” For example, women are only allowed to visit their
families with permission from the head of the household, if they are allowed,
they must return home before sunset. It is also Men and children are allowed to
miss their scheduled appointments only after obtaining prior permission from
the head of the family. One of the tasks of the head of the family was to take
care of family affairs in general. Including the marriage of boys and girls, the
provision of what is necessary for holding parties, the payment of marriage dow-
ries to sons and the preparation of daughters. The children also worked for the
father's care and for the benefit of the family. In the event of the death of the
head of the family, each of the children takes over his life and his own business;
the eldest son becomes the new head of the family. Although each personin the
family retains their own privacy, the status of the head of the family is retained,
respected and valued: especially if the family lives in the same house .
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The most important achievements that have been
achieved in the field of education after the unification of
the Kingdom during the reign of Abdulaziz Al Saud. It is
to provide educational opportunities for all and increase
access to education in the Kingdom. The necessary in-
frastructure for education has been developed and the
educational environment in schools and universities has
been improved; curricula have been developed and up-
dated to suit the requirements of the times. The number
of schools in the Hijaz region was about 20: more than
seven thousand students taught, while education was
scarce in other regions of the Kingdom; It is the main
means of obtaining education. Organized schools in the
modern sense were very rare at that time *".

a

Educational variable v’
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In 1933 AD, postgraduate studies were opened to
graduate judges to be appointed to the Sharia courts,
and a department was opened at the Scientific
Institute under the name “Department of the Sharia
Judiciary.” The Scientific Institute had branches in
Medina and Unaizah 5. In the same year, night schools
were opened to teach the English language, especially
for those working in politics or self-employed business.
In 1935, several Saudi youths were sent to Italy to teach
aviation, and planes were purchased from Britain,
France, and America *°.
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Due to the lack of teachers in the sciences taught in the country, the first
study mission was sent to Egypt in 1927 AD, but for this reason and after
the success of high education in the Kingdom, a school for preparing Expe-
ditions was established in 1937 AD. Because students in these scholarships
face difficulty in being accepted into medical, engineering, industrial, and
agricultural specializations. The curriculum of this school was Similar to the
secondary school curriculum in Egypt, until Saudi students are accepted into
scientific faculties in Egypt.
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|Converting the directorate into a ministry

After the directorate was converted into
a ministry, schools spread throughout
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and
specialized schools were established
in several fields such as health, trade,
agriculture, and military affairs. Also,
after secondary schools were limited to
Mecca, in 1943 they were opened in all
parts of the country: Taiba high School
in Medina, the high school in Jeddah,
Dar al-Tawhid School in Taif, and a
scientific institute in Riyadh to focus
on the Arabic language and religious
sciences *’. The high school in Al-Ahsa,
the secondary school in Abha, Al- Rahm
Aniyah School in Mecca, the Jizan
Scientific Institute, and the Buraidah
Scientific Institute.
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In 1948 G, the School for Improving Calligraphy and Typewriting was opened. It is a night
school, and its goal is to teach typewriting in Arabic and English, and to improve Arabic callig-
raphy, as well as the need for governmental and commercial businesses for copyists. In 1952
G, a vocational school was opened, which is the “Intermediate Trade School.” The duration of
study is three years, after which students are awarded an intermediate trade school diploma,
and graduates work in companies and banks. In 1952-1953 G, detailed statistics were con-
ducted showing the types of schools that existed during that period.

Which is as followed *":
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Reform/Moaodification in the Education

Sector
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Reform in the education sector was not easy, as it faced many obstacles that hindered the de-
velopment of this aspect of social life. This is since the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia includes a vast
country and its population spreads individually and widely apart according to the geographical and
living conditions in the Arabian Peninsula *’. Regarding faculties, the Faculty of Sharia was opened
in Mecca in 1949, and the Teachers faculties in Mecca in 1952, and the Faculty of Sharia in Riyadh
in 1953. Due to the interest shown by King Abdul Aziz, in science, he made education free and al-
located incentive rewards for students at some institutes, schools and faculties. The spread of sci-
ence and education in this period helped encourage society to engage in the field of education *'.
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Various events on the educational side 77
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As part of these health transformations during this
period, the Ambulance Association was established.
In 1934, it provided health services and first aid and
contributed to spreading health awareness among
citizens by giving useful health lectures. Ships and
planes were medically monitored before allowing
pilgrims to disembark in Jeddah, vaccinating those
who did not have international vaccination docu-
ments, and giving medicines. In 1950, Saudi gov-
ernment sources collected statistical data on the
health sector, which indicates that there is a signifi-
cant improvement in the health services available in
the Kingdom, which are as follows *":
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Statistics in the Health Sector in 1950 AD 7
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In the field of obstetrics and gynecology *¢, there were no known medications or
treatments at that time, and most women gave birth and dealt with pregnancy and
childbirth without using anything. Therefore, the mortality rate among women was
high during pregnancy and difficult childbirth, and children died frequently because
of various diseases. Regarding dental diseases, they were among the most common
diseases that people suffered from during that period. When there was any inflam-
mation or pain, the person would resort to using some tree leaves that could help
relieve the pain, and if the pain could not be tolerated, he would go to a specialist to
have the tooth extracted. The tools and methods for extraction were primitive, as
extraction was done by hand or with thread. After the dislocation, no specific medi-
cation is used, but the person must be patient until he recovers and the pain in the
place of the dislocated part decreases 6.
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There were many plants in the Asir region that were used to treat
many diseases in that period. People relied mainly on popular
recipes from their fathers and grandfathers, which were passed
down from one generation to another. There were some men and
women who were known for their expertise in the effective use of
plants and herbs in certain health and therapeutic matters, and
people used to turn to them for treatment 6.

Health Sector Events
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The period from 1949 to 1951 witnessed manyimportanteventsin the health
sector, as the graph below shows. These events indicate that this sector
received great attention, given its close connection to individual health and
community activity in various fields. The health sector plays a decisive role in
treating the individual and preventing diseases and is considered the basis
for modernizing and developing society and moving it forward *'.
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The Hijaz region, especially Mecca
and Medina, was a meeting place for
students of knowledge and scholars
thanks to the presence of the Two
Holy Mosques. It was sponsored by
wealthy Muslims and leaders of the
Ottoman Empire, and a portion of the
endowments was allocated to the
acquisition of education in that region.
In 1949 G, an order was issued to expand
the Prophet’s Mosque in Medina, and
this was not implemented until 1951. In
the same vyear, the first radio station in
the history of the Arabian Peninsula, “Al-
Kubra Radio,” was established, which
was based in Jeddah. This radio was of
a religious nature, as its religious and
cultural programs aimed to build Saudi
society on sound foundations .
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In 1933, oil was discovered in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia. Quantities of oil were exported abroad in 1938,
which helped in the development of the Kingdom and
increased financial imports from the export of Sau-
di oil to many countries. Industry in that period was
limited to a small number of workers and craftsmen,
who practiced traditional crafts and some simple pro-
fessions that were a means of livelihood. During this
period, the government supported modern industries
and was keen on the participation of people in industri-
al projects and investment, who had capital instead of
storing it in land ownership or in funds 7.
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Exporting oil Abroad
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As a result of the export of oil abroad, changes occurred in social life in
the Kingdom, as new social groups emerged, and the wealthy class was
concentrated in major cities such as Riyadh, Jeddah, and the Eastern
Province. A new labor class has also emerged due to the urgent need to
find workers in oil fields, oil companies, and commercial businesses **. The
Saudi state provided low-income groups with residential land, on which
to build their homes or buy them in long-term installments. Young people
were also encouraged to get married early, set dowries, and work to reduce
wedding expenses, with the aim of facilitating marriage and improving the
economic situation of families *¢.
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As for the field of transportation in that period, the
biggest problem was the lack of the necessary funds
to introduce modern means of transportation that
could keep up with the needs of citizens and society,
and develop and meet their different situations.
The Kingdom worked to provide convenience to
citizens by importing cars in 1926. Historical sources
indicated the expansion of business in that period
thanks to the increase in ship traffic arriving at Hejaz
ports, the large number of pilgrims, and the entry of
goods such as food, textiles, and household utensils.
Two chambers of commerce were established in
Mecca and Jeddah, and these chambers of commerce
made great efforts to maintain commercial ties
between the Kingdom and other countries, which
helped in developing commercial activity and reviving
the economic life of the Kingdom's residents in that
period *7. In 1949, the Grand Radio was established
in the city of Jeddah, which was broadcast on the Day
of the Day of Arafat. In 1951, the second radio was
established. These radio stations broadcast verses
of the Holy Qur'an and religious advice that called for

refinement and education.
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There are historical sources that indicate the gathering
of the Bedouin tribes spread across the Jazira desert in
agricultural abandonment, which led to a change in the
Bedouin’s psychology, made him feel a sense of citizen
responsibility, and instilled in his personality a love of
stability, an attachment to the land, and work to reform
his living life. Therefore, nationalization projects are
considered among the most important projects that
helped bring about social and economic change in the
Arabian Peninsula. There was development in Saudi
agriculture through drilling many wells, providing farmers
with chemicals to control insects, and introducing modern
machinery and fertilizers. Also, livestock raising helped
increase agricultural production 7.

In short, the importance of the emergence
of the oil industry and the exploitation of
its financial returns cannot be ignored, as it
helped achieve very rapid material progress
that far exceeds slow social development, and
this imposed on Saudi society the necessity
of changing many patterns of economic
and social behavior. During the reign of
King Abdulazizz a number of important
reforms were taken in various fields, which
helped improve family and community
life at that time. In the health field, health
care was provided to citizens through the
establishment of hospitals and health
centers. In the educational field, a number
of schools were established and educational
opportunities were provided for children
and youth. Teachers were also trained and
education curricula were developed. Religious
services were also provided to Muslim visitors
to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and the
infrastructure of mosques and Qur'an books
was developed to achieve this. In the economic
field, the economic scope was expanded and
investment in industrial, agricultural and
commercial projects was encouraged, and the
Saudi Petroleum Corporation (Aramco) was
established, which became one of the largest
oil companies in the world. These reforms
helped improve family and community life
during the reign of King Abdulaziz, and were
important steps towards achieving social and
economic development in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia.
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(01964-01953)

The reign of King Saud bin Abdulaziz
(may God have mercy on him)
(1964 - 1953)
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During this period, new and deeply rooted social
phenomena emerged due to the Bedouins leav-
ing the life of movement in the desert and moving
to the cities. After relying on camels as a means of
transportation, they became mechanics and factory
workers, which led to the emergence of a new social
class. Historical references indicate that until 1964,
the majority of the population was still living a no-
madic life, and the percentage of Bedouins reached
70% of the total population of 3,297,657 people at
that time. Due to the spread of security during that
period, there was no longer a pressing need to rely
on the tribe. Psychological and social conditions
added to the disintegration of individuals from their
tribes, and opened the way for new ways of living
and social behaviour in which individual motivations
prevail over collective orders 1&19-20

Social Variable 18-19-20
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After the discovery of oil in the Eastern Re-
gion, many people moved to that region in
search of job opportunities, as the econo-
my was characterized by prosperity. Most
workers who came to work in the oil sector
were from the desert. Consequently, their
lives shifted from mobility and herding to a
life of regular work and advanced technol-
ogy, and they moved to family settlement
and temporary log housing near their work-
places in the oil fields. Subsequently, these
dwellings were transformed into cities such
as Qatif and Rahima. Although most sed-
entary Bedouin tribes formed coherent and
interconnected social units, they were able
to adapt to urgent social changes and keep
pace with diverse new patterns. The planning
of the new neighbourhoods led to the distri-
bution of members of one family in separate
neighbourhoods within the city, reducing
the depth of social ties between members of
same family and disrupting the family bond-
ing that was one of the characteristics of the
old society.
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However, most families during the reign of King
Saud are still characterized by closeness and
cohesion, as the family plays an important role
in achieving social and familial stability in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia #1920, Family ties are
based on respect, appreciation and solidarity,
and contribute to achieving psychological and
emotional stability for individuals. It can be said
that these new social phenomena that appeared
in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia due to the shift
from mobile life to urban life, and the movement
of many people to cities in search of work, led to
changes in the social and family pattern in Sau-
di society. However, respect, appreciation and
solidarity are still among the basic values that
prevail in family ties, and the family remains the
basic pillar in building society and achieving so-
cial and familial stability 81520,
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The social security system was launched in
1962, with the aim of providing care for needy
and vulnerable citizens, and protecting them
from need and poverty. This system worked
to provide financial assistance to individuals
who suffer from total disability and inability
to work, in addition to widows, divorcees, and
orphans. The concerned agencies work to
train and qualify the elderly, and refer them
to the competent social institutions *.
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Educational Variable
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Efforts during this period focused on
education, establishing schools, and
working to educate the people and eliminate
intellectual and professional illiteracy,
through a broad educational program, with
the aim of reaching the highest levels of
science. Education was free for the children
of the Saudi Arab people, regardless of their
grades, and books and school tools were
provided for free. In addition, there were
monthly bonuses for college and institute
students, as well as for teachers 1819-20.
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Increase In the Number Of
Schools

The number of primary schools increased significantly
during this period, reaching 1,072 schools, consisting
of 174,514 students and 9,049 teachers in 1964-
1965. Middle and secondary education, having
previously been combined, was then separated and
was known as secondary education. In the same year,
there were 62 middle education schools, consisting of
11,734 students and 677 teachers, while there were
18 secondary education schools, consisting of 3,286
students and 141 teachers. During this period, it was
found that the path to girls’ education in the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia was unpaved and full of obstacles
and challenges, and the idea of educating women
was socially rejected. With King Saud assuming the
position of Crown Prince, he began educating his
daughters and attracting female teachers from Egypt
and Palestine, which was considered an important
transformation in the history of women’s education
in the Kingdom. King Saud worked to support girls’
education, despite the social conditions that rejected
this type of education, by educating his daughters and
educating society about the importance of women'’s
education 181920,
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Al-Karimat Institute in Riyadh was the first girls’
school in Najd, and the first school to provide
secondary education in the Kingdom. This school
continued until 1964, and the number of female
students at that time reached 480 students. The
goal of educating Saudi women was for women'’s
education to be reflected in their upbringing of
their children, as women work to employ their
knowledge and scientific and practical experienc-
es in graduating young people who contribute to
the renaissance of the Saudi nation 81920,
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During that period, private schools for boys and
girls increased, and they continued to provide ed-
ucation at high levels. It also witnessed the es-
tablishment of religious scientific institutes that
graduated judges and professors specialized in
Sharia sciences and Islamic jurisprudence. These
institutes have played an effective role in helping
students acquire Islamic education, which affects
the formation of their personalities in life, and pro-
viding them with sciences, arts, and literature that
help develop their scientificand moral skills, so that
they become able to reform their society and serve
their country. At that time, attention was paid to
educating orphans and laying the foundations for
special education for the disabled and adult edu-
cation, which reflects the growing interest in edu-
cation and upbringing in society 8-19-20:

Treatment services were provided to all in-
dividuals in the Kingdom, health awareness
was spread, and preventive services were
supported, in addition to attention to envi-
ronmental health. This had a positive impact
on the health of individuals and Saudi society

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The principle of the citizen's right to free health
care has been established, whereby citizens receive
treatment and medicine for free without charge
in hospitals supervised by the Ministry of Health.
The Saudi government worked with the World
Organization to establish health projects and
programs that serve Saudi citizens, such as the
medical quarantine project in Jeddah and blood
banks in most cities in the Kingdom. Effective
preventive measures were taken after the discovery
of oil, including immunization and vaccination
campaigns against epidemics and serious diseases
such as smallpox and typhoid fever, and vaccinating
children against whooping cough and polio.

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During this period, the state focused
on building more mosques and Islamic
schools. They also contributed to the devel-
opment of religious curricula in schools and
universities to strengthen Islamic values
and enhance religious awareness among
students and the community. In addition,
various religious institutions were estab-
lished in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia,
such as Imam Muhammad ibn Saud Islam-
ic University, which is considered one of
the most significant religious institutions
in the country. The state also prioritized
supporting Hajj and Umrah by providing in-
creased services and facilities for pilgrims,
as well as enhancing the infrastructure for
these religious activities 892
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The Religious Variable 18-1%-20
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On March 30, 1956, the cornerstone was
laid for the expansion of the Holy Mosque
in Mecca. This expansion was carried out in
three phases, and it included the removal of
the old Zamzam house and the construction
of an underground chamber for the Zamzam
well. The Kaaba was also renovated, and the
Kiswah factory of the Kaaba was restarted
in 1963. In late December 1952, the
cornerstone was placed for the expansion
of the Noble Prophet’s Mosque, on behalf of
King Saud bin Abdulaziz, and this expansion
was subsequently implemented. Within the
context of Islamic solidarity, Muslims work
on uniting their ranks and rejecting division.
They also work on solving their problems and
providing services in various fields, including
education, culture, social, and healthcare,
among others *°.
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The Economic Variable 18-19-20

During that period, the government’s focus
was centered on agricultural affairs, leading to
the establishment of a dedicated Ministry of
Agriculture and the development of this sector.
The government worked to support farmers by
increasingfinancialallocationsand encouraging
them to boost production. It also encouraged
businessmen to invest in agriculture. During
that time, the Arab Agricultural Bank in Saudi
Arabia implemented a financial aid program for
the agricultural sector, providing farmers with
short, medium, and long-term loans. Farmers
were further supported through the leasing of
agricultural machinery and equipment, as well
as the provision of seeds, fertilizers, and fruit
seedlings necessary for cultivation. The Ministry
of Agriculture also carried out agricultural land
reclamation and resettlement in certain areas,
with the goal of land ownership and creating
favorable conditions for family stability. This
helped expand the agriculture sector in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, providing financial
and technical support tofarmers and promoting
investment in this sector 82920,
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Boosting the Saudi Economy

King Saud, may he rest in peace, achieved
numerous accomplishments in the economic
field during his reign. His policies aimed to
boost the Saudi economy and improve the
standard of living for the citizens. Among these
achievements was the expansion of the oil
sector in the Kingdom, with an increase in oil
production and improvements in exploration
and drilling operations, resulting in substantial
revenues for the country. King Saud also
worked on enhancing the infrastructure in the
Kingdom through the construction of airports,
ports, roads, railways, and other infrastructure
projects. One of the most significant
accomplishments during this period was the
improvement of the citizens’ standard of living
through increased government spending on
healthcare, education, housing, and other vital
sectors 18-19-20.
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In short, it can be said that the quality of life for
families and individuals in the Kingdom improved
during a specific period, thanks to the provision
of social, educational, healthcare, religious, and
economic services. These services contributed
to the development of Saudi society and the
enhancement of their quality of life. This was
achieved through various measures, such as
improving healthcare services by establishing
hospitals and healthcare centers and providing
necessary healthcare for citizens, leading to better
family and individual health. Education quality was
also enhanced in the Kingdom through compulsory
education, higher education, and vocational
training, resulting in improved levels of education
and individual skills. A variety of social services,
such as housing and social care, were provided,
improving the standard of living and well-being for
families and all family members. Support was also
provided to mosques and religious institutions,
and pilgrimage and Umrah services were made
available to citizens, enhancing the spirituality and
religious practices of families and individuals.

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Social Variable

During this period, significant
social changes occurred, includ-
ing the abolition of the slave
trade and the establishment of
provisions for unemployment
compensation and social in-
surance. Social insurance mat-
ters were organized, and a law
protecting the working class
was enacted. Additionally, the
media played a crucial role in
preserving social values and
traditions, thus facilitating the
process of social change. The
media had an effective role in
upholding the value system
and traditions of Saudi soci-
ety, addressing its customs,
morals, and traditions, there-
by strengthening the position
of these values and traditions
in the minds of the people, re-
gardless of their backgrounds.
Social issues were also given
attention, and efforts were
made to resolve problems faced
by citizens. Aid and services
were provided to orphans, wid-
ows, and unattached females
in accordance with societal
traditions during that period.
Institutes and shelters were
established for those in need
and individuals with disabili-
ties who could not secure their
livelihoods *°. One of the signif-
icant developments during that
time was the formulation and
implementation of the First
Five-Year Plan, which aimed
to preserve religious and moral
values, elevate the living stand-
ards and well-being of the peo-
ple, and achieve economic and
social security 7.
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Educational Variable
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During that period, there was a significant development in the education system. Government
spending on education increased by 97.7% during the reign of King Faisal, may he rest in peace.
This increase in funding contributed to the expansion of elementary and intermediate schools,
as well as teacher training institutes. Additionally, annual scientific scholarships were organized
for higher education (bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral degrees) in fields such as medicine, engi-
neering, chemistry, statistics, business administration, economics, political science, foreign lan-

guages, and technical education, outside the Kingdom .

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KingFaisal, mayherestinpeace,showedsignificant
interest in the education of Saudi girls, despite
the opposition he faced from some members of
society. He opened 15 primary schools for girls and
a school for training female teachers. The number
of schools increased to 132 government schools,
in addition to 27 private schools, in the year 1963.
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Health Variable 7
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During that period, the foundations of the
healthcare renaissance were laid by expanding
the establishment of hospitals, clinics, and mo-
bile units in all regions. This was complemented
by providing national doctors, opening health
schools, and offering free treatment and disease
prevention. These significant healthcare chang-
es had a profound impact on society, increasing
health awareness and improving it by linking
health with education and spreading health cul-
ture. A health program was developed with the
goal of providing treatment and preventative
services, reducing mortality rates, and improving
public health. The government also focused on
the health of Saudi citizens, emphasizing the im-
portance of caring for the health of all members
of society, whether citizens or residents, by pro-
viding free medical treatment. The World Health
Organization acknowledged the healthcare pro-
gress and the care for the health of citizens and
pilgrims visiting the holy land in Saudi Arabia
during the reign of King Faisal **.
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The Religious Variable **
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In that period there was interest in the Islamic holy places, and they appoint a wise admin-
istration to serve them. Preserving the authentic values that derive from the principles of
Islamic Sharia was the primary goal of the development plan that set up by King Faisal. The
King ordered to establish the library of the Royal Mosque. He also paid attention to cover-
ing the Kaaba and ordered the expansion of the Prophet’s Mosque.

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The Economic Variable

According to some sources, an austerity program
was implemented during that period, where many
financial allocations were reduced, this idea was very
popular among the people, and retail prices were
controlled 2, and some sources indicated the launch
of an economic reforms program, where attention
was paid to mining projects, such as metallic and
non-metallic minerals and radioactive minerals, in
addition to projects. Incentives were also provided
to Saudi businessmen to invest in the industrial
projects, and imported industrial machinery was
exempted from customs duties. In the agricultural
field, waste lands were distributed to farmers in
areas such as Al-Kharj, Al-Ahsa, Taif, Hail, and Tabuk.
Agricultural stations for research, animal husbandry,
and agricultural nurseries were established, in
addition to establishing an agricultural bank to lend
to farmers without interest, to provide the funds
they need to advance their agriculture 7.
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Media And Culture
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In the field of media and culture, attention was paid to the media,
including the press, radio, and television and these media chang-
es helped in the establishment of many radio stations that work
to educate the people and direct them in a way that is consistent
with Islam in its approach and spirit, taking into account the com-
patibility of Arab traditions, the people were enabled to obtain in-
formation about what is happening in the world **.
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Transportation And Communications

Working to connect parts of the Kingdom to-
gether through means of transportation and
communications, which facilitated the transport
of passengers and goods and linked the country
to other countries by land, sea and air routes.
This led to an increase in the capacity of King
Abdulaziz Port in the eastern province and the
opening of the Jeddah Islamic Port, in addition to
work on building an Islamic-style hajj's reception
hall. Among the changes that occurred in the
ports was the expansion of the ports of Jizan and
Yanbu, and these ports helped to increase trade
and passenger transport. The Saudi Airlines Cor-
poration was able to secure these transportation
services with remarkable efficiency. With regard
to communications, the number of wireless
centers increased, and attention was focused on
improving postal services.
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In short, it can be said that social, health, edu-
cational, religious and economic services play a
vital role in improving the quality of life for fam-
ilies in our societies. King Faisal has made seri-
ous efforts toimprove these services and provide
them to citizens in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
These services have contributed to improving
the quality of life in several aspects, including:
Improving health services, by establishing hos-
pitals and health clinics and providing health
insurance, which led to improving health in gen-
eral and reducing diseases and injuries. The es-
tablishment of schools and universities, the pro-
vision of free education, and the development
of curricula have improved opportunities for
employment and well-being. The establishment
of social care centers and other centers helped
improve the quality of life for families and indi-
viduals. Providing job opportunities, encourag-
ing investments, and developing various indus-
tries also improved the income level of families
and individuals. Promoting religious values in
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia helped encourage
individuals to adhere to the teachings of Islam
and apply them in their daily lives which help to
improve the life of families and individuals. So,
these measures taken by King Faisal contribut-
ed greatly to improving the quality of life in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and helped achieve so-
cial, health, educational, religious and economic
goals.
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The reign of King Khalid bin Abdulaziz
(may God have mercy on him)
(1975-1982)
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This period witnessed many developments in the
social field and social insurance, and emphasis
was also placed on the development and care
of nomadic. King Khalid, may God have mercy
on him, worked seriously to develop society by
establishing social guidance centers and social
observation centers, and disbursing pensions and
aid to the deserving. In addition, 56 cooperative
societies and 44 charitable societies were
established in various regions of the Kingdom,

which led to an increase in the number of social
security offices to 27 offices at the end of 1982.
Social security pensions and assistance were
increased by 50% in 1976, and increased again by
40% in 1981 #.
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Humanitarian and social efforts
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These social humanitarian efforts were able to improve the quality
of life of the beneficiaries. It led to an increase in the number of so-
cial security offices and improved the level of assistance provided
to eligible beneficiaries. These wise and systematic steps were the
foundation on which the social system in the Kingdom of Saudi Ara-
bia was built, which aims to achieve social justice and provide the
necessary care for various groups of society *°.
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This period also witnessed many education-
al developments, as the number of schools
for boys and girls at various educational lev-
elsincreased, and higher education aimed to
accommodate all high school graduates. This
development has contributed to expanding
the scope of education and improving op-
portunities for quality education for all. The
government also focused on adult education
and literacy, and worked seriously to devel-
op higher education programs and projects.
The focus has been on expanding student
acceptance, developing postgraduate pro-
grams to meet the needs of the labor mar-
ket, and developing the capabilities of na-
tional cadres in various fields #*. These wise
educational steps contributed to improving
the quality of education in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, and provided better opportu-
nities for everyone to obtain high-quality
education. These rapid efforts in the field
of education were the foundation on which
the educational system in the Kingdom was
built, which aims to provide appropriate ed-
ucation for all citizens and achieve compre-
hensive development in the Kingdom 5.
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During this period, the Ministry of Health was keen
to strengthen preventive medicine to fight commu-
nicable and contagious diseases, and modern vac-
cines were introduced and distributed throughout
the Kingdom. This period witnessed an increase in
the number of hospitals, as they were equipped with
the latest equipment and specialists were appointed
to treat diseases and 29 new hospitals were estab-
lished and opened, in addition to the establishment
of 681 primary care centers distributed throughout
all regions of the Kingdom. Among the hospitals that
were established during this period, this includes
King Khalid Eye Hospital in Riyadh, which is a special-
ized center in treating eye diseases. Through these
efforts made by the Ministry of Health, it contributed
to improving the health care system in the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia, and providing the necessary health

care to patients throughout the Kingdom **.
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During this period, King Khalid, worked earnestly
to strengthen Islamic solidarity through numerous
meetings and conferences aimed at enhancing the
Islamic solidarity movement. The Islamic Summit
Conference was held on 25 January 1981, and this
conference was inaugurated in front of the Holy Kaa-
ba. Additionally, King Khalid, may he rest in peace,
established Islamic schools in Australia, including
the King Khalid Islamic School in Sydney and anoth-
er in Melbourne, with the goal of rescuing Muslim
youth from assimilation in Western society. The Is-
lamic Cultural Center in Geneva was also established,
serving as an important center for cultural exchange
and communication among nations. These efforts
contributed to the promotion of Islamic solidarity,
the deepening of cultural and educational relations
between countries, and the development of inter-
national relations between the Kingdom and other
nations. These wise steps laid the foundation for the
diplomatic and cultural relations of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia *°.
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economic variable
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The kingdom enjoyed economic prosperity and comprehensive development and became known for the term “ The boom
phase” among the public, where the standard of living tripled, and per capita income reached $31,000 in 1981. Addition-
ally, grain silos and flour mills were established for storage and milling purposes. The Ministry of Industry and Electricity
contributed to upgrading the industrial sectors in the kingdom to align with the comprehensive development witnessed
during that time 22. Furthermore, the government facilitated the process of economic and trade diversification through
the restructuring of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry to expand trade. Studies were conducted to improve the
import, storage, and transportation processes, aiming to enhance consumer experiences and increase business oppor-
tunities. The Agricultural Development Bank provided substantial amounts in loans, marketing, and manufacturing of
agricultural products, with loans amounting to 528 million riyals and marketing and manufacturing at 140 million riyals.
The government also worked on strengthening an integrated electricity network, developing the minerals sector, and
increasing the commercial potential of both metallic and non-metallic minerals in the kingdom. In addition to this, the
manufacturing industry became a focal point in the development plan, and the government established large plants for
gas assembly, manufacturing, refining oil products for export, and fertilizer production. This contributed to boosting the
national economy and improving economic opportunities in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia .
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During the reign of King Khalid bin Abdulaziz,
may Allah have mercy on him, the lives of families
and members of society were greatly affected
by various social, educational, health, religious,
and economic events. These events had an im-
pact on many aspects of daily life. Among the
main effects that can be identified on family and
community life during this era: The government
established numerous schools, universities, and
educational institutes throughout the Kingdom.
This led to improving the level of education and
technical and scientific skills of individuals, re-
sulting in better job and economic opportunities
for families and society. A significant budget was
allocated to the development of healthcare ser-
vices across the Kingdom. This led to improving
the level of health and healthcare for individuals,
contributing to improving family and community
life. Family and community life were greatly in-
fluenced by various religious events, such as the
month of Ramadan, Eid al-Fitr, Hajj, Umrah, as
well as daily religious practices.

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In the year 1410 AH (1989 G), the number of graduates from the seven Saudi uni-
versities in the bachelor’s degree stage reached 12,500 male and female students,
while the number of graduates in the higher education stage (diploma, master’s,
and doctoral) reached 750 male and female students. The percentage of female
graduates was 40% of the total number of graduates. It is worth mentioning that
there was an increase in the number of male and female students in various educa-
tional stages during the period from 1980 to 1988 * as following:
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Attention to education

King Fahd, showed great interest in education
in general, especially in educating the elder-
ly. Approximately two billion dollars were al-
located and 1,475 educational centers were
opened for this group. He also gave special
attention to educational programs for indi-
viduals with physical and mental disabilities.
The Ministry of Education is responsible for
organizing these programs in the Institutes
of Noor for the Blind, Institutes of Al-Amal for
the Deaf, and Institutes for the Mentally Chal-
lenged. The programs implemented in these
institutes are tailored to the abilities and po-
tential of the students *°.

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As a result of this healthcare development dur-
ing this period, we witnessed a decrease in the
mortality rate from 10.42 deaths per thousand
people to 4.30 deaths per thousand people. This
signifies a reduction of up to 60% in the mortal-
ity rate. This decrease reflects the care and at-
tention provided by the government of the King-
dom during that period 2.
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Many achievements were made in the healthcare sector during
this period, providing healthcare services to citizens, families,
and the community as a whole. These achievements have suc-
cessfully facilitated organ transplant surgeries, such as heart,
kidney, and cornea transplants, in the Kingdom 2. There was
also a focus on health education and improving the health
level by raising awareness about chronic diseases such as hy-
pertension, cardiovascular diseases, and diabetes. It is worth

mentioning that the mortality rate has decreased by up to 60%,

reflecting the care and attention provided by King Fahd during
that period **%7.




Religious variable
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It is one of the developments in the religious sector, The obligation to
defend the Islamic faith as the duty of every citizen.

During this period, emphasis was placed on the reconstruction and de-
velopment of the Two Holy Mosques and the provision of security and
care for pilgrims to enable them to perform their duties.

King Fahd’s Complex for the Printing of the Quran was also established
and translated into several languages printing books on the Sunnah, the
Prophet’s biography, and the Hadith 15 and 1984 .
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Economic variable
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During this period, the Kingdom witnessed advanced levels of developments in several
areas, which helped increase the number of airports in the country to 23, including
three international airports in Riyadh, Jeddah and Dhahran.

The sea bridge linking the Kingdom to the Kingdom of Bahrain was opened in 1987,
and the construction of the new railway reduced travel hours between Riyadh and
Dammam from seven hours to four hours in 1985 22. The Saudi Transport Company
has also provided services to residents and citizens as well as pilgrims during the Hajj
season as it is an effective way to reduce congestion 2.
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The Kingdom has taken care of the stages of the country’s oil industry, from oil
exploration to production, manufacturing, distribution and marketing of petro-
leum derivatives in international markets.

As a result, the country emerged as a petrochemical producer, and its petro-
chemical products invaded the markets of advanced industrial countries. Ag-
riculture has received a share of attention in development policies during this
period, as farmers have been encouraged to grant them agricultural land and
loans.

All these developments helped to increase the number of loans provided by the
Saudi Agricultural Bank to the agricultural sector. As a result, the Ministry of
Agriculture in Saudi Arabia received an appreciation award from the Food and
Agriculture Organization in Rome, Italy, as the best Ministry of Agriculture in
the Arab world in 1989. **
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At the same time, the Kingdom worked to develop
the private sector to increase its efforts and capa-
bilities in the fields of development, which helped
to increase the number of companies and civil in-
stitutions in the Kingdom to 6594 companies and
institutions in 1987, compared to 5207 companies
and institutions in 1982 %

During this period, the Kingdom has achieved sig-
nificant developments in the field of telecommu-
nications, where the number of telephone lines
reached one and a half million, as well as in postal
and telegraphic services, which achieved a high lev-

el comparable to international standards.

The Kingdom also enjoys a modern and extensive
road network linking its regions, cities and villages,
and a new railway has been established between
Riyadh and Dammam. The number of airports in
the Kingdom reached 23, including three interna-
tional airports in Riyadh, Jeddah and Dhahran until
the end of 1987 2
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During the reign of King Fahd bin Abdulaziz, Saudi Arabia witnessed great efforts to
improve the quality of life of the family. This is done by providing various services in
many fields including educational, health, social, religious and economic services.
These efforts have been able to achieve many achievements, such as the expansion
of many schools and universities and the improvement of the educational capabili-
ties of teachers, which led to increased access to quality education for children and
youth. Improving the quality of available health care and services has helped to im-
prove family health and reduce morbidity mortality rates.

The provision of social care to orphans, the elderly and the disabled has improved
family well-being and provided the necessary support to individuals in need of so-
cial welfare. Religious support was provided to the family through the provision of
mosques and Islamic schools, which led to the promotion of Islamic values and eth-
ics in the community and improved the quality of religious life of the family. The
development of the Saudi economy, improving job opportunities and diversifying
sources of income have improved the level of income and economic life of the family.

In general, these government efforts have been able to improve the quality of family
life in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia during the reign of King Fahd bin Abdulaziz, and
this reflects the government’s commitment to achieving sustainable development
and enhancing the welfare of the community.
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The reign of the Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques King
Abdullah bin Abdulaziz (may God have mercy on him)
(2015-2005)
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A decision was issued by King Abdullah bin
Abdulaziz, after his appointment as King
of the country, to increase the salaries of
all categories of Saudi workers in the state
by 15%, including retirees on the social
insurance system and the Public Pension
Agency, with the exception of ministers
The decision also included increasing the
remuneration of members of the Shura
Council by 15% and paying a monthly salary
including the aforementioned increase,
and ordered the King to establish many
other projects. On 18/3/2011, he ordered
the payment of two months’ salary to all
civil and military state employees, and
also ordered the payment of two months’
bonus to all male and female students of
government higher education.

Among the decisions was the adoption
of the minimum wage of 3000 riyals for
all Saudi workers in the state, ordered
the disbursement of a financial allocation
of two thousand riyals for job seekers in
the public and private sectors, and the
payment of two months’ salary to all state
employees and a two-month bonus for all
students of higher education 24-23
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A decent life for citizens
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King Abdullah, may God have mercy
on him, ordered in line with his desire
to provide citizens with the means
of a decent life, to enable them to
secure adequate housing urgently.
In this context, an order was issued
by the King on the 18th march 2011
to raise the value of the maximum
limit of the housing loan from the
Real Estate Development Fund, from
300 thousand riyals to 500 thousand
riyals, as of the date of issuance of
the order. The king also allowed all
citizens to benefit from government
support without any impossible
conditions %

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King Abdullah, may God have mercy on him, was keen on the sustainable de-
velopment of human resources in the Kingdom, and among the sectors that
received special attention was the education sector. In this context, the King
launched his initiative to introduce the Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques
King Abdullah bin Abdulaziz Program for Foreign Scholarships, and issued his
honorable order to start the program in 2005, and it was extended for anoth-
er five years starting from 2010 (1431)

This program aims to scholarship qualified Saudi competencies to study in
the best universities in various countries of the world, and to work to create
a high level of academic and professional standards. The program began with
the scholarship of a group of male and female students to the United States
of America, and then expanded the scholarship circle to include more than
30 developed countries in various disciplines. The vision of the program is
to “prepare distinguished generations for a knowledge society based on the
knowledge economy.” 24-23

The city aims to contribute to
sustainable development in the Kingdom, by using
science, research and industries related to atomic

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King Abdullah also issued a royal decree in 2010 to establish the Saudi Nanoinformation
Center, which aims to spread and raise community awareness of this technology and
contributetothetransferof ArabandIslamiceconomiestothegloballevel. Thecenterworks
to provide correct and reliable information on nanotechnology, and conducts workshops
and lectures for those interested in this technology from members of the community.

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia is greatly inter-
ested in the field of youth and sports 3> and its
initiatives and projects include great efforts to
achieve the goals of Vision 2030. These goals
aretoincrease levels of physical activityamong
population segments, increase the number of
regular participants in physical activity, en-
hance the principles and values of sports for
youth and athletes, and improve and devel-
op the sports environment in the kingdom 3.
This aims to build a vibrant and healthy so-
ciety that contributes to achieving the goals
of Vision 2030. The establishment of an in-
dependent Ministry of Sports and expanding
the base of sports practitioners is considered
one of the most important transformations in
this field, as the General Sports Authority was
previously responsible for this field. This aims
to strengthen and organize the sports sector,
and achieve a healthy society, in addition to
achieving the Saudi Vision 2030 of creating
champions in various sports. The number of
sports federations increased from 32 in 2016
to 64 in 2020, and it is expected to increase to
92 in 2021, in line with that vision 3.

These efforts helped improve
the quality of life for individuals and families in the Kingdom in
general, by providing the support and assistance necessary to
achieve well-being, stability and prosperity. Among the efforts
undertaken by the Kingdom in this regard: providing many
social services to citizens, including building social housing,
providing health care for the needy, providing financial support
to needy families, providing social services for people with
special needs, and providing care for orphans and the elderly.
Improving health services in the Kingdom, including building
hospitals, equipping them with modern equipment, and
developing medical and therapeutic services

Providing financial support to needy patients, and providing
health services to poor and needy families. Improving
educational services in the Kingdom, including building schools
and equipping them with modern equipment and updating
school curricula, providing financial support to poor and needy
students, and providing educational opportunities for orphans
and the needy. Providing support and care for mosques, Islamic
centers, and charitable organizations, providing religious
services to citizens, and providing financial support to pilgrims
and Umrah performers. Developing economic services in the
Kingdom, including encouraging investment, developing local
industries, increasing productivity, providing job opportunities
for citizens, and providing financial support to small and

medium-sized companies.

Based on what was reviewed in this report, it can be said
that the family was and still is the basic unit in Saudi
society, and is considered the basic pillar of develop-
ment and social and economic stability in the Kingdom.
